In the centre one of the servers has a completely gluten-free option of crackers
and juice and wine. Please only use this if you need to be gluten free.
Or, remain in your seat to be served if mobility is difficult. If you don't wish to
receive communion, please remain in your seat — we're glad you are here with us.

10 Effortless Ways to Reduce Waste in your Every Day Life
An Article by Mindfully _Meandering_Meg

These are small changes that you can make with barely any inconvenience to
your lifestyle and have a huge positive impact on our planet.

1. ‘Refuse, Reuse, Recycle’ - It’s all fair and well thinking that you're
doing your part by recycling but the fact of the matter, is that we
simply have too much to recycle and this option should be your last.
Firstly, refuse to buy a product that is plastic if you can. If you need to
buy it, make sure that you can reuse it and if you can’t do either of
these things then your last option is to recycle.

2. Choose glass - Try using a glass or metal water bottle instead of
buying plastic ones or simply use a glass at home. This saves you
money in the long run and helps our earth.

3. Say no to straws - Honestly, we don’t need them. Our mouths do just
fine by sipping straight from the glass. Politely decline straws at
restaurants, it’s no big deal.

4. Use reusable shopping bags - Instead of using single use plastic bags
each time you go to the supermarket, dry keeping a material shopping
bag on you at all times and use that instead ... see minimal effort!

5. Avoid packaged fresh produce at the supermarket - Let’s think
about this for a second. You go into your local supermarket to pick up
some fruit and veg, you pull off one of those plastic bags from the roll
and put your produce in it. Once you get home and unpack your
groceries, you throw your plastic bag away ... giving this piece of
plastic a lifespan of under an hour??!! If that isn’t necessary waste,
then I don’t know what is. Do we really need to use these bags, or
could we just put it straight into your basket and then into our
material shopping bag instead? Most fruit and veg has skin that will
be removed and the ones that don’t get removed certainly get washed.
And while we're in the fresh produce section, choose loose single
items like bananas, potatoes, avocadoes etc. over packaged ones
where you can.

6. Say no to take away coffee - Did you know that take away coffee
cups are NOT recyclable? To make them waterproof they are fused
and polyethylene: a material that can’t be separated out again in a
standard recycling mill. In the UK alone, more than 7 million cups are
used daily! Enjoy sitting in cafes to enjoy your coffee or invest in a
keep cup.



7. Choose soap and shampoo bars - Instead of buying liquid soaps and
shampoos in plastic bottles, choose bars. Make sure you buy soap
that’s not packaged or at the very least packaged in cardboard. Lunch
do awesome shampoo and conditioner bars which last forever, and
many other stores are catching onto this trend.

8. Buy in bulk - More and more stores are bringing bulk bins in where
you can buy products in larger quantities and bring your own
containers to store them. A simple google search will tell you if there’s
one near you. If thisisn’t an option or you can’t get to these stores
why not buy items you use often in bulk, it saves you money and
reduces your waste.

9. Reuse jars - Most days I take lunch into work but instead of using
plastic containers I simply reuse glass jars. Think about this waste
you are producing the next time you nip out for a lunch time take
away or deli meal at your local supermarket, not only will it save you
money, but you will also be helping your waistline and our planet.

10. Say no to paper towels and serviettes - Tea towels, napkins and
good old-fashioned washing your hands instead of grabbing paper
towels is a simple solution and effortless change to your lifestyle.
