THE ACT OF FAITH 
 

Rev Stuart Simpson, acting for the Executive Secretary of Presbytery 
This Induction, within the community of the Presbyterian Church of Aotearoa 
New Zealand, is an act of Christian faith.  Our Church believes, and requires 
each of its Ministers to believe in the Word of God in the Scriptures of the Old 
and New Testaments and the fundamental doctrines of Christian Faith 
contained in Te Kupu Whakapono and Commentary, the Westminster 
Confession of Faith, and other subordinate standards of this Church.  We 
accept that liberty of conviction is recognised in this Church but only on such 
points as do not enter into the fundamental doctrines of Christian faith 
contained in the Scriptures and subordinate standards.  All ministers 
acknowledge the Presbyterian government of this Church to be agreeable to 
the Word of God and promise to submit to it and promise to observe the 
order and administration of public worship as allowed in this Church.
