POPULATED AREAS

Join our lunchtime forum for a discussion on the new international Declaration 
on the Protection of Civilians from the Use of Explosive Weapons (EWIPA) and 
why it is so crucially important to protect civilians from harm: with Edwina 
Hughes (Coordinator, Peace Movement Aotearoa) and Rebecca Dudley 
(International Humanitarian Law Advisor, New Zealand Red Cross).  
 



The use of explosive weapons such as artillery, bombs, and missiles in populated 
areas has grave humanitarian consequences. It causes widespread physical and 
psychological harm to civilians; destruction of civilian infrastructure such as 
hospitals, power stations, water and sewage treatment plants, communication 
systems, education facilities, rubbish disposal and transport; and environmental 
contamination.  
 
For decades there have been calls for collective action to address this harm, and 
finally - after almost three years of negotiations led by the government of 
Ireland - the EWIPA Declaration will open for states to endorse it at a high-level 
conference in Dublin on 18 November 2022.
