Among her many career achievements, Pam was Convenor of the Moderator’s 
Arrangements during the Rev John Murray’s term as Moderator, and was 
described by Shirley Murray in her poem ‘The Moderator’s Minder’ as “a 
miracle”.  Pam was known to write a poem or two herself, often 
commemorating events in the history of St Andrew’s.  
 
We are grateful that she managed to be here with us recently so we could all 
share in celebrating her 90th birthday.  She was a loyal and forthright member 
of St Andrew’s on the Terrace and we will miss her tremendously.
